NFFORC REFORC

Cognitive Load Theory provides an explanation of how students absorb new
information. Our memory has a limited capacity to learn, and it is very easy to
overload with new information. Teachers often use this theory to help them
dictate how new subject information is delivered to students, as it can vastly
alter learning outcomes. Essentially, it's all about how teachers adapt their
lessons to cater to their students' working memory.
Here are some examples of cognitive learning strategies that can be used in a
classroom:

« Ask students to reflect and discuss their learning experiences.

« Help students look for new solutions to a problem.

« Promote class discussions about the subject material.

« Encourage students to explore ideas and work out how they are connected.

« Get students to openly explain their reasoning to the subject material.

« Provide visual learning techniques to help students learn and recall.
Here are some simple tips for preventing cognitive overload in the classroom:
1. Make sure to include information that's already in students' long-term
memory.
2. Only include information directed at the learning goal.
3. Encourage students to combine new information with the concepts and ideas
they've already learned.
